Each advanced student in this class has to give two presentations; one about a paper in his/her research area, and one about his/her research.  

Each new student has to give one presentation about an assigned paper, or a paper from his/her research area.  

The presentations should last 30 – 45 minutes, leaving some time for discussion.
Each presenter should send out the paper to be discussed one week ahead of time.
Every student has to read the paper ahead of time, so that the paper can be discussed and analyzed in detail at the presentation.  Every student has to actively participate in the discussion.    

Grading:

30% class participation and questions.  Each class participation/question per session is worth 1/3 of a letter grade.  Thus, actively participating in a discussion at eleven sessions will earn an A (once, D-; twice, D; thrice, D+; four times, C-, five times, C; … eleven times, A)

70% presentations.  Some background material, why is the paper important?, preparation of slides, understanding of material, discussion paper (see extra handout).
