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A Samaritan Outcast with a Humble, Thankful Heart




To him who is…of a contrite spirit…”Your brothers who hate you, who cast you out for my name’s sake, have said, ‘Let Yahweh be glorified, that we may see your joy;’ but it is those who shall be disappointed.” – Isaiah 66:2-5




[Luke 17:11-19, the border between Galilee and Samaria] It happened as he was on his way to Jerusalem, that he was passing along the borders of Samaria and Galilee. As he entered into a certain village, ten men who were lepers met him, who stood at a distance. They lifted up their voices, saying, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us!”
